Definition

In HTML format newsletters, the Skyscraper is a prominently visible vertical bar located at the upper right side of a newsletter page.  CNET newsletters are delivered in either HTML or text-only formats, depending upon subscriber preference.  Advertisers must provide creative for both newsletter formats if they wish to reach the complete subscriber list.  The Skyscraper’s counterpart in text-only format newsletters is a paragraph of copy usually located roughly one-quarter of the way down from the top of the page.
