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Video Extender Ad Specification

Definition

The Video Extender is a high impact, breakthrough in-Banner video ad that allows users to play with the size and dimensions of the ad to personalize their video viewing experience. An icon at the lower corner of a 300x250 base ad unit enables the user to grab the corner and extend the ad across the content of the page. As the user drags the icon, the size of the video content expands dynamically and uninterrupted, to the size the user chooses to view it in.

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	Checklist of files needed

	Video File

· .FLV file (one per unit, up to 10MB, 30 seconds in duration).
· The aspect ratio of the video should be above 1.6:1.  So for example, a 16:9 video is acceptable.  The maximum width of the final video should be 800px, and the maximum height of the final video should be 530px.
· Fonts must be delivered with the creative in Mac & PC format in case of necessary edits.

· Linking URL

· Tracking URL (optional)

· Default static image – GIF/JPG, 300w x 250h pixels  (one per unit, up to 50k)

	Expands vertically below and horizontally left to a maximum of 800w x 530h pixels

	File Format
	GIF/JPG: 300 x 250 default image required.

Video: one .FLV file, up to 2 MB, 30 sec. max in duration

	Maximum File Size
	10 MB for .FLV

Default  image: 50k

	Initial Load
	100k - initial load is the combination of placeholder GIFs, Flash and/or all other files that are placed in the browser’s cache on the initial load.

	Frame Rate
	30 frames per second maximum

	Video Aspect Ratio
	1.6:1 or higher.  For example, a 16:9 video is acceptable.

	User Control
	Audio must be user initiated on-click. Video can play uninitiated for up to 30 seconds maximum. CBS Interactive will include player controls “play” and “stop”, which are present at all times. 

	Bandwidth Detection
	On-the-Fly Detection of users bandwidth

	CPU Consumption
	Vendor's technology should attempt to consume no more than 25% of users CPU resources on an average system.

	Third Party Serving
	Available by our approved Third Party Vendor –  Media Mind

	Third Party Tracking (optional)
	Third-party tracking is accepted on the linking URLs.  A tracking 1x1 URL is also accepted.



Third-Party Serving Guidelines

· Third-party tags must serve a default GIF/JPG for browsers that do not support rich media. 

· CBS Interactive must approve all creative prior to launch.

· CBS Interactive prohibits creative substitution or modification, via the Third-party vendor, to existing campaigns without prior approval.

If creative is changed through the third-party vendor without prior approval, campaigns will be immediately inactivated until creative complies with our specifications.

· "Fourth-party" serving is not supported.

Testing

All creatives must function uniformly on both Windows and Mac OS X operating systems as well as the following browsers: Internet Explorer, Firefox, Google Chrome and Safari for Mac OS X. If the rich media creatives will not display properly in a browser, a default GIF/JPG must be shown.
