	Expand Button
	After the uninitiated expanded pushdown is done animating and closes, there should be a visible expand button. This expand button must be built into the file and can expand on user click only.

	Z-index Guideline
	Please set all expand ads to a z-index between 1000 and 4999.

	Linking URL
	An active URL must be provided and cannot exceed 128 characters.

	Alternate Text
	Cannot exceed 50 characters.

	CBS Interactive hosted pushdowns do not currently pin open if the user clicks on the expand panel during auto-expand. Designs should be planned accordingly. 

	File Format
	GIF/JPG: Default image required for Flash submission.

Flash: Current versions of Flash and Actionscript accepted. Creative must be delivered with attached Flash .FLA and .SWF in case of necessary edits.  Fonts must be delivered with the creative in Mac & PC format in case of necessary edits.

	Video
	Available in the expanded state only. One video file allowed up to 1.2 MB. All video must have Play, Stop and Sound On/Off controls visible throughout the entire video display.

	Maximum File Size
	100k for collapsed panel. Up to 1.2MB for the expand panel. 


	Testing
