Definition

The All Access Program is a high visibility ad unit designed to maximize impact with its audience. 
Depending on the user’s point of entry into CNET Networks, the user is exposed to 2 ad components: 
     1. 
Intromercial 
     2. 
An ad unit that appears on a CNET Networks content page:
- Messaging Plus Unit with replay button: on CNET Networks Front Doors 
- Window ad unit with replay button: on all other CNET Networks pages


The Intromercial is cookied and served to unique users one time per day or per week only on the first page of a user's session start. After the Intromercial completes its animation, the CNET Networks page is displayed. If the CNET Networks page is a Front Door, the MPU will display. For all other CNET Networks pages, the Window ad unit will display. When the Window unit is served, it is cookied and served to users on up to four subsequent unique CNET Networks pages (except Front Doors) across multiple sessions, or until the user “closes” the Window unit. Both the MPU and Window ad units will display a Replay button that will allow the user to replay the Intromercial. The replay functionality is handled by CNET Networks.

2. The Intromercial and Window ad units are served through a third-party vendor and only to 
users with the following system configuration: Netscape 7.1, FireFox 1.0+ or IE 5.0+ on PCs
with Flash 8+ player and screen resolution of 1024x768 pixels and higher. The Intromercial and Window ad units are currently unavailable to Mac users. Users with other system configurations will land directly onto the CNET Networks page. 
CNET Networks ad serves the MPU to the CNET Networks Front Door pages.
3. The transition from the Intromercial to the MPU and Window ad unit is handled by the third-party vendor’s and CNET Networks’ systems NOT within the advertiser’s Flash files.
